Resurrection of Camp Lawton. When it opened in October 1864, near Millen, Georgia, Camp
Lawton was called “the world's largest prison.” Operational for only six weeks, the prison
served as headquarters for the Confederate military prison system. It was burned by Sherman’s
troops following its evacuation in late November 1864 and was never reoccupied. Over the next
one hundred fifty years, the memory of Camp Lawton almost disappeared; however, in 2010,
the Confederate military prison was resurrected as aresult of extensive archeological
investigations.
